BC Curriculum Learning Standards for Grade 7:

1. Multi-Paragraph Writing- Students will learn to write formal and informal assignments using multiple paragraphs. Following a consistent writing routine, we will learn to write informative, persuasive and entertaining works.
2. Creative Writing- Students will listen to and create short stories, news articles, poems and a speech with many assignments being shared within the classroom
3. Response Writing – The Big History Project and other assignments are assessed for fullness and quality of response. During these times, we will focus on "how" to respond correctly and learn the requirements for a complete and clear answer/idea.
There will be a constant cross-curricular component in Social Studies and English 7.  For example, many assignments will require students to write formal paragraphs; these will be marked for content in SS as well as for English (organization, writing conventions, voice, sentence fluency, ideas, and word choice).
